Kelly Morris graduated from Dublin Coffman High School in 1994.  She worked as a receptionist at the Country Club at Muirfield Village from 1992 – 1998.  In 1998 she was hired in the field of Property Management for a large company in Columbus, Ohio.  Kelly continued employment in Property Management until 2001 when she decided to stay at home with her two daughters.  In 2004, Kelly entered into a Nursing program in order to better understand a medical condition that one of her children had.  She graduated from the program in 2005.  She began working for a Nursing company out of Dublin, Ohio in November 2005 where she continues to work.
In 2008, Kelly Morris began a quest to develop a Conductive Education center for children with disabilities in Central Ohio.  This came to be due to having a child with Cerebral Palsy that was benefitting from Conductive Education first in Canada and then in the United States.  The program was not offered close to home and Kelly saw the opportunity for children in Central Ohio to benefit as well.  Research began in January 2008.  After researching the program history, Kelly began the process of incorporating the organization and applying to have a 501 (c) (3) status.  The organization was approved as a 501 (c) (3) tax exempt organization in September 2009.
The next step in her quest was to receive a grant to allow for start-up funding for Brighter Beginnings.  This came in October 2009 from The Country Club at Muirfield Village.  At that point, it was time to secure a facility and hire the first Conductor (Special Education Instructor).  The Conductor comes from Budapest Hungry.  This is where they are trained for Conductive Education.  Kelly Spent time posted an ad to hire a Conductor.  After interviewing, Kelly and her Board of Directors made a decision and the Conductor was scheduled to fly to Columbus in July of 2010.  Brighter Beginnings through Conductive Education opened its doors on July 7, 2010.
