[bookmark: _GoBack]Réka Fölföldi graduated from Imre Bródy Grammar School specialized in English in Hungary, in 2005.
During these years she obtained an excellent intermediate grade certification in English and German language.

After high school she continued her studies at the András Pető Institute for Conductive Education for the Motor-Disabled and Conductor-Teacher Training College, in Budapest. She decided this college because she wanted more than a simple profession. She wanted to choose a profession where she could satisfy her creativity, relieve her desire for challenges, appease her love with children and where she could give positive emotions to others. During her college years she worked in different classes of the Pető Institute as a conductor-attendee. Her main activities and the scope of her duties were the guidance of the children according to the daily routine, leading the conductive programs and classes. As a conductor-attendee she worked night-shift as well, she was responsible for the supervision of the motor-disabled children and guidance of their self-care activities. 
Besides the Institute she worked for a family with two children for two years. One of them was an eight year old girl with Rett-syndrome who required special help.   She also took care of a five year old little boy with motor and mental disabilities for half a year as an aid.
During college in 2008 she got a short term job in England. She had to develop a 21 year old boy with motor-disability.
The four years of the college were really difficult but full of experiences, knowledge and impressions. She graduated with honors.
Her professional career outside of college began with a job offer as a conductor at a conductive summer camp at the Fundación de la Comunidad Valenciana para la Neurorehabilitación in Valencia, Spain. 
In November 2009, Réka Fölföldi moved to Kuwait and worked at the Conductive Education School – Kuwait (CESK) for students with special needs. CESK is the first Conductive Educational School for student with special needs in the Gulf region. The school provides combined rehabilitation and educational services to approximately 200 pupils. During an academic year she was responsible for leading a class with 6 students who have Cerebral Palsy.  She also led a conductive feet and fine manipulation session for non-conductive classes such as Down syndrome, Autism and Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder.
In June 2010 she worked for a family in Hawaii. Réka was working as a sole conductor, with a 9 year old boy who has Cerebral Palsy.
In November 2010 she was employed at an Educational Service, in Hungary. Here she assumed children’s movement examinations and development of their motorium. Most of the kids had General Developmental Delay, Behavior Problems, Autism, Speech Impairments and Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder.
In 2011, Réka Fölföldi got a job offer in Ohio, US.  She started working in a newly launched school called Brighter Beginning through Conductive Education. Her colleague suggested this work opportunity, so she decided to move to the States, and she is trying to do her best and meet her challenges.
